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THE FOURTH MEETING of the OTLEY COUNCIL OF CHRISTIAN CHURCHES held on the 10th October,1966, in the Congregational Church premises, Otley, commencing at 7-45 p.m.
PRESENT
The Rev.S.Leon Cook (in the Chair), Mr.R.Wigglesworth,
Mr.J.Jenkins, Mr.Procter, Mr.Edwards, Mr.Greeley, the Rev.Norman Forster, Mrs Gill, Mrs'Swales and Mrs Vance.
APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE were received from Father Backhouse, Canon Clayton, Mr.Teasdale, Mr.C.Moxon and Mr.Good.
Mr.Cook opened the Meeting with prayer for Christian Unity and then welcomed all present.
MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
The Secretary then read the Minutes of the Meeting held on the 9th May,1966. These Minutes were accepted and unanimously approved, and thanks were accorded to the Secretary.
MATTERS ARISING:.
1. Reports from representatives with regard to the formation of small groups to discuss Christian Unity or an Epistle or Gospel 

Mr.Cook reported that groups within the Congregational Church had expressed willingness to participate, and the Rev.Norman Forster explained that his Church was fully committed, and that he would have the greatest difficulty in forming additional groups for this purpose, without disturbing existing smoothly running arrangements. Mrs Swales remarked that Meetings of this kind were already being held in her own home.
2. Mr.Teasdale's suggestion as to small posters for display in house and shop windows.
In the absence of full representation, it was felt that this matter could be left for discussion at the next Meeting.
'THE PEOPLE NEXT DOOR' CAMPAIGN
Mr.Cook proceeded to outline this proposed campaign, and suggested that this would be the best method of demonstrating Christian Unity in our town, pointing out that it was intended to be a layman's operation and would run throughout the whole of Lent. Mr.Forster said this was a task well worth doing, and considered that the team should consist of not less than 8 and not more than 20 people from each Church, Mr.Forster then proposed formally that this scheme be put into operation, remembering his reservations that he would have difficulty in obtaining volunteers from his Church. Mrs Swales seconded this proposition, which was then approved by the Meeting. Mr.Cook asked for a name to be put forward as a Leader, someone with drive and personality, to arrange and co-ordinate the groups, and the names of Mr.D.B.Good and Mr.W.Teasdale were suggested. Mr.Cook offered to contact these two gentlemen and ascertain if either was willing to act in this capacity. Mr.Forster proposed that, in the event of difficulty, our Chairman and Secretary, be empowered to approach some other person, whom they considered would fill the bill. Seconded and approved. Three Group Leaders would also be required, and each Church was asked to find these, in readyness for the next Meeting.

CHRISTIAN AID 
Mr.Cook suggested that the Council of Churches should support the Christian Aid campaign in Otley, in the capacity of an active and united Sub-Committee It was decided to discuss this further at the next Meeting.

It was decided to hold

on the 23rd January,1967,
to commence at 8.00 p.m., and the suggested Speakers to be:-
The Roman Catholic Bishop of Leeds, and
The Rev.Norman Charlton of Salem Church,Leeds.
